¥ “My father was the concertmaster of the New York Philharmonic, so when | got out of
college, one of the first pieces | wanted to write was a violin sonata. | spent a year and a half
working on it, and then | gave it to my father, but my father was very discouraging because he
wanted me to go into a ‘real’ profession. So in his way of discouraging me he said, ‘I look at
music every day at the Philharmonic,” and he put it in a drawer and closed it without ever
looking at it.
